COURSE VENUE

The course venue is St. Clare’s College Triq
Sir Adrian Dingli, Pembroke. The school is
housed in an historical building which was
completed in 1939 as a hospital and was
used for various activities by the British
forces until 1979. The interior has been re-
cently refurbished to transform it into a
modern school with all the amenities ex-
pected including air-conditioned computer
laboratories and recreational and sports
facilities. The school enjoys open sea views
and natural surroundings. It is located in
Pembroke, very close to the town of St.
Julian’s which is a popular tourist spot offer-
ing a wide selection of hotels and apart-
ments. From Sliema, Gzira and St. Julian’s,
you can take a bus to the school - this will
take about 15-20 minutes. You can take bus-
